San Diego Police Panel on ñFighting Crime in Mira Mesaò

The main topic of the February 4 Mira Mesa Town Council meeting will be a presentation/discussion with representa-
tives of the San Diego police department on fighting crime in Mira Mesa. We expect to have Police Detective Dave 
Collins, who specializes in gang problems, as well as other police department representatives. The goals of the meet-
ing are to get a clear picture of what problems we have, and to form a partnership with the police department to ad-
dress those problems. 
 
How much crime is there in Mira Mesa? Compared to most of San Diego, not very much. Consequently the police 
presence in Mira Mesa is small compared to areas of the City with higher crime rates. The lack of police presence does 
cause some problems, however, as low-level criminal activities are less likely to be observed. Among other things, this 
makes gang activities and gang recruitment easier. Are there gangs in Mira Mesa? Yes, there are, but according to the 
Police Department they are much less visible than in other parts of the City. In Mira Mesa, gang members may be 
good students who get along well with their parents, and their parents may have no idea about their gang involvement.  
 
The San Diego Commission on Crime Prevention and Intervention recently released a Strategic Action Plan, which 
recommended establishing Technical Teams (teams of multi-disciplinary, multi agency groups) in several areas of the 
City, including Mira Mesa, to implement a pilot program of neighborhood based collaborative strategies for dealing with 
this issue. This program is focused mostly on developing positive activities for at-risk kids.  While this is a worthwhile 
effort, we also need increased, focused police efforts that pay more attention to criminal activities that are occurring.

Although the report is focused on reducing crime in San Diego, it also points out that San Diego is the safest U.S. city 
with population over 500,000.

New Special Events Recycling Requirements 

 
Beginning February 11, 2008, the City of San Diego Recycling Ordinance requires that the responsible person for a community special event 
must provide recycling containers throughout the venue. 

The ordinance applies to special events held on public property that require a permit from the City of San Diego. Typical events include runs, 
walks, triathlons, festivals and parades. For more information on special event permits, contact the Office of Special Events. 
The recycling ordinance requires that: 
 

1. The number of recyclable containers at special events be equal to the number of trash containers. 

2. Recycling and trash containers must be placed next to each other throughout the event. 

3. Each recyclable container must be clearly identified as a recycling receptacle and display a list of types of recyclable materials accepted. 

4. Organizers can determine types of recyclables to be collected, as long as the recyclables include aluminum and metal cans, glass and 

plastic bottles and jars. 

5. The event's coordinator must ensure that all recyclable materials are delivered to a recycling facility, and not to a landfill.

January ï Necessary funding received to complete the Carroll Canyon Road Extension by working with the Mayor, Caltrans, and Sandag; 

the ground breaking will be early next year.  City Council approved the hiring of Stanley Keller (Edwards Angell Palmer & Dodge) to 
provide the City with independent monitoring services called for in the SEC order as well as the Kroll Report. 

February ï We lost Tim Allen in a horrible accident.  We must remember Tim and all the wonderful things he did for Mira Mesa.  Brian 
also worked with Park and Rec. to find funding for the constructions of the Camino Ruiz Trail.  $172,000 of Regional Park Infrastruc-

ture Funds was allocated to the project.  Construction should begin soon.  The groundbreaking for the Miramar College Field House was 
possible thanks to funds from MM FBA; the Field House will be completed this year.  Volunteer of the year dinner ï Chuck Sweet is to 

be congratulated for this accomplishment. 
June ï Second Community Clean Up at Mira Mesa High School.  60 tons of trash and recyclables were collected.  Goodwill participated and 

thank you to Mike Davis of the HEROES, for all his efforts.  Brian stood against amending the City Code to prohibit Superstores at City 
Council; after the Mayorôs veto, the Council failed to override that veto. 

July -  Miramar Dam Pathway opened; it was closed down after 9/11.  It is a great amenity to the community.
