Presidentôs Message 
By MMTC President Jeff Stevens 

 

 As we head into prime fire season, fire safety is particularly important. At our August meeting we will have a 
presentation by the San Diego Fire Department, and a presentation by Greg Rubin on Fire Safe landscaping. Greg 
Rubinôs company ñCalifornia's Own Native Landscape Designò is a contracting company that designs, installs, and 
maintains California native landscapes. He has studied ways to reduce fire danger to homes through fire-resistant 
native landscaping, and will describe his techniques at our meeting.  
 We will also have a presentation on the new Mira Mesa Chamber of Commerce that is now being formed. As a 
bit of background, there was a Mira Mesa/Scripps Ranch Chamber of Commerce that formed in the mid-1980's. It 
merged into the I-15 Diamond Gateway Chamber of Commerce in the mid-1990's, which merged with the Rancho 
Bernardo Chamber of Commerce to form the San Diego North Chamber of Commerce a couple of years ago. Now 
the feeling in the local business community is that the more regional Chamber is too remote from the community, so 
the new local Chamber of Commerce will focus on Mira Mesa businesses. 
 At our last meeting we had a presentation by Fresh and Easy Market. They are planning a new market in the 
shopping center at Mira Mesa Blvd. and Camino Santa Fe (replacing Ballyôs, which has closed). However, as with 
most grocery stores, they plan to sell beer, wine and liquor, and ran into problems getting a liquor license. The prob-
lem was primarily caused by the fact that the police department reviews the number of liquor licenses in each cen-
sus tract, and they are in a large census tract containing mostly businesses, so there are more existing licenses 
than in a more residential census tract. MMTC voted to support them at our meeting, and I am pleased to report that 
they now have all of the approvals they need and should open soon. 
 We are also continuing preparations for the Mira Mesa Street Fair which will be held on Saturday, September 
27th. Vendor booth applications are now posted on the MMTC web site, and we are looking for sponsors to help 
support the event. Mira Mesa Street Fair committee meetings are held at 6:30 PM on the Fourth Thursday of each 
month at the Mira Mesa Senior Center. See http://www.miramesatowncouncil.org/mira_mesa_street_fair.htm for 
more information. 
 Mark your calendars for our September 8 meeting (the second Monday since the first is Labor Day), when we 

will have a candidates forum with candidates for City Attorney Mike Aguirre and Jan Goldsmith.

In a precautionary mode, the town council meeting scheduled for Monday, August 5 will present the local fire station firefighters 

to discuss what we can do should we experience, again, what we have in the past couple of years. There are preliminary steps we 

can take to safe guard our yards, our homes, and our families in the event of a serious fire threat.  Information is the key in any 

situation and what we learn from these fine men will be helpful to every home, in any situation.  Please be aware that if the fire 
department is on call this segment of the program will not be presented but we will do what we can to reschedule at a future 

meeting. 
 

Greg Rubin, from California's Own Native Landscape Design, will also be with us to present ways to take care of our yards envi-

ronmentally and to offer suggestions in establishing a fire tolerant yard. Whether you are redoing your yard or not, this could also 

be useful information to all of us.

 As we face another fire season, we hope you consider, prepare and execute the valuable information you garner from these two 

presentations.  

Greg Rubin, owner of California's Own Native Landscape Design, started working with native 

plants back in 1985, while renovating his parent's home in Chatsworth, CA. Although educated 

and subsequently employed in a successful engineering career, Greg maintained a fascination 

with natives based on this early experience. Soon, he was landscaping for friends and family on 

weekends and holidays. Demand continued to rise, and by 1993, Greg was able to start his suc-

cessful and unusual landscaping business. Since that time, his company has designed over 400 

native landscapes in San Diego County. 

Greg has been featured in a number of periodicals including the North County Times, Union 

Tribune, and magazines such as Sunset, San Diego Home and Garden, San Diego Reader, and 

California Gardener. Media coverage includes appearances on KGTV, KUSI, and KFMB. He 
has also been a repeat guest on KPBS radioôs These Days with Tom Fudge. Greg regularly gives 

presentations on native plants to garden clubs and other organizations throughout San Diego 

County.

MMHS Principal Jeff Olivero Takes Post as High School Improvement Officer ï New Principal Search Underway

On Tuesday, July 8, the San Diego Unified School District Board of Education approved the promotion 

of Mira Mesa High School principal Jeff Olivero to become a District High School Improvement Officer.  

The primary responsibility of his new position will be to "support high schools and to raise student 

achievement," Olivero stated in an open letter to MMHS students, parents, staff and community mem-

bers, posted on the MMHS website, www.miramesahigh.org. Jeff Olivero served as principal of Mira 

Mesa High School for the past five years and as MMHS vice-principal for two years prior to that.  

At a July 17 meeting at MMHS, Mira Mesa High School staff, parents, and community members gave 

input on selection criteria for a new principal. The meeting was led by SDUSD Chief High School Im-

provement Officer Nellie Meyer, whose job title recently changed from Assistant Superintendent for 

High Schools, along with another recently-appointed High School Improvement Officer, Donna Camp-

bell, who is the immediate past principal of Scripps Ranch High School.  

Campbell is now the High School Improvement Officer for Mira Mesa High School, while Olivero will assume the responsibility of 
being High School Improvement Officer for Scripps Ranch High School, among other sites. Jennifer Kvalvik, Employer Outreach 

Specialist and liaison in general between MMHS and the community, was among those who attended the July 17 meeting. Accord-

ing to Kvalvik, the meeting, which lasted a couple of hours, was well attended by a variety of MMHS parents, staff, and others 

from the community. 

"Everyone spoke very passionately about what theyôd like to see in a new principal. One thing several people said is that the princi-

pal needs to be very community oriented. I think thatôs necessary for Mira Mesa," Kvalvik said. 

Other criteria mentioned at the meeting, said Kvalvik, were experience in administration of a very large secondary school campus, 

since MMHS is one of the largest high schools in the District; someone who is going to respect faculty department chairs and not 

micro-manage what goes on in the classroom; and someone who "truly loves kids" and will be visible on campus with the students.  

Nellie Meyer took names of those interested in being on a Search Committee for the new principal. The committee, which will con-

sist of 8 - 10 people, will meet as often as needed in late July/early August to make its recommendation to the SDUSD School 
Board at the August 5 School Board meeting. The goal is to have a new principal in place by the start of school this fall. 

Jennifer Kvalvik will present an update on the principal search at the Mira Mesa Town Council meeting on August 4.

Hosted by the Mira Mesa Town Council, the Street Fair will feature a variety of crafters, other vendors, non-profit group and 

business information booths, live entertainment on two stages, children's rides and games, special displays such as military ve-

hicles from MCAS Miramar, and food, food, food! 

 Applications for booth space are available at  www.miramesatowncouncil.org.  Click on "Street Fair" at the left, then click 

on "Download the 2008 Mira Mesa Street Fair Vendor Application."

 Vendors bring their own tables, chairs, and canopies, or may rent them for an additional fee: $20 for one table and two 

chairs; $90 for a 10 x 10 foot canopy. For anyone requiring power, the fee for an electrical hookup is $100 (no personal genera-

tors allowed, due to Fire Department rules.) 
 Food vendors will receive a 15ôx10ô space for $250 ($200 for MMTC members.) All food vendors must show proof they 

have (or have applied for) a TFF (Temporary Food Facility) Health Permit from the County, by attaching to their Street Fair 

application either a copy of a multiple events annual permit or their application for a 1-day TFF permit for the Mira Mesa Street 

Fair. (See County TFF application for rules and fees.) A catering wagon or ice cream truckôs regular annual County Health per-

mit is sufficient. 

 Any non-profit group wishing to do a food booth can call (858) 566-0288 to discuss a discount. Non-profits can also obtain 

their TFF permit from the County at no charge, but must do so if they are selling anything that is considered food, even com-

pletely packaged snacks or beverages.

§ Cell phone towers built in parks have been paying $50,000 per tower to local parks. Real Estate Assets decided to not charge to 

 have cell phone towers put up, so the companies could put them up for free. MMRC looking into this.

  Canyon Hills is designated to be a regional park; it cost Mira Mesa $12,000,000 to buy the land, but the state should    

  pay  for improvements and maintenance.
